          In hope we were saved. But hope that is seen is no 

hope at all. Who hopes for what they already have? But if we 

hope for what we do not yet have, we wait for it patiently. In 

the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do 

not know what we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself in-

tercedes for us with groans too deep for words. And he who 

searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because 

the Spirit intercedes for God’s people in accordance with the 

will of God. 

          We who are strong ought to bear with the failings 

of the weak and not to please ourselves. Each of us 

should please our neighbors for their good, to build 

them up. For everything that was written in the past was 

written to teach us, so that through the endurance 

taught in the Scriptures and the encouragement they 

provide we might have hope. 

          Who is going to harm you if you are eager to do good? 

But even if you should suffer for what is right, you are 

blessed. “Do not fear their threats; do not be frightened.” But 

in your hearts revere Christ as Lord. Always be prepared to 

give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason 

for the hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and 

respect, 

          The wicked is driven away in his wickedness: but 

the righteous has hope even in his death.
